To locate the wrecks or wreckage fields of the HMAS Sydney 1l and HSK Kormoran, positively identify
the wrecks and wreckage fields, and commemorate those lost in the fierce engagement,

A remote_operated vehicle (ROV), equipped with 2 x stills camera, 1 x video camera and sector
scanning sonar will be deployed from the SV Geosounder to complete non-intrusive visual observations

of the wreckages and debris fields identified in the recently completed sonar discovery phase of the
project. The ROV is manufactured by Sub-Aflantic and is a Comanche unit. The ROV “garage” is
launched from the vessel via the port side Launch & Recovery System {LARS) and is supported by a
32.000m long multi-core umbilical, The free-swimming ROV is then deploved from the garage at the

search depth and has a 200m umbilical that enables precise control of the ROV in heading, depth and
location.

Risk minimisation strategies include: (i) use of a DP Vessel to launch, recover and operate the ROV will
enable accurate positioning of the ROV relative to the wreckage sites; (i} the vessel has redundant
DGPS reference systems; (i) the wreckage fields will be approached from their perimeters; (iv) the
ROV will not be penetrating or enfering the vessel's hulls; (v) all ROV visual surveys will be extemal to
the_hull_structure and (vi) the ROV will not be removing any artefact or object from the vessel or
surrounding seabed.

All of the above strateqies will assist in_minimising the possibility of the ROV tether being entangled in
.any.obje wreckages.and./ or destruction of the wreckages and their environs .

The.F_indinq Sydney Foundation, under the terms of the Commonwealth Funding Agreement will be
providing a copy of all Search records (written, photographic, sonar and video) and a Close-Out Report

upon completion of all works to the West Australian Maritime Museum which has been advised by the
Commonwealth as the future custodian of this data.
